Revelation 14:9-12  9 Then a third angel followed them, saying with a loud voice, “If anyone worships 
the beast and his image, and receives his mark on his forehead or on his hand, 10 he himself shall 
also drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is poured out full strength into the cup of His 
indignation. He shall be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence of the holy angels and in 
the presence of the Lamb. 11 And the smoke of their torment ascends forever and ever; and they have 
no rest day or night, who worship the beast and his image, and whoever receives the mark of his 
name.”12 Here is the [a]patience of the saints; here[b] are those who keep the commandments of God 
and the faith of Jesus. 

1. This is a terrifying passage, one of the most horrible pictures in the word of God. It is a picture of 
the anger and wrath of God against an evil and unrepentant world. The mark of the beast will show 
that a person gives his or her first loyalty to the state and secular society before God. This person will 
be saying that God comes second. That our government takes care of us, not God. Religion will be 
subject to the state and government and when the true believers stand up and will not be subject to 
the antichrist, they will be killed and there will be another holocaust and that is when God will pour out 
His wrath. Note how this belief runs through society today. In fact this belief has run through every 
generation. There are multitudes who believe that man can control his own destiny, that the only 
important thing is having a good government that can take care of us. Government and good services 
can’t help you beyond this life. They can't provide a perfect society here on earth. This is why so 
many fail today because they depend on government weather then the one who can save your soul 
Jesus Christ. 

John 3:36 NKJV 36 He who believes in the Son has everlasting life; and he who does not believe the 
Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God abides on him.”

Luke 17:29 NKJV 29 but on the day that Lot went out of Sodom it rained fire and brimstone from 
heaven and destroyed them all. 

2. The true believers will escape the judgment of God. Three things are said about the person who 
escapes judgment. 1. He is a saint who endures. The word saint means to be set apart and 
separated unto God. It means that person has separated themselves from the world. It means he or 
she has dedicated themselves to serving God and enduring all things for the Glory of God. 

Matthew 10:22 NKJV 22 And you will be hated by all for My name’s sake. But he who endures to the 
end will be saved. 

Romans 12:1-2 NKJV 1 I beseech[a] you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that you present 
your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your [b]reasonable service. 2 And do 
not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove 
what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God. 

1 Corinthians 15:58 NKJV 58 Therefore, my beloved brethren, be steadfast, immovable, always 
abounding in the work of the Lord, knowing that your labor is not in vain in the Lord. 

2 Corinthians 6:17-18 NKJV 17 Therefore “Come out from among them And be separate, says the 
Lord. Do not touch what is unclean, And I will receive you.” 18 “I will be a Father to you, And you shall 
be My sons and daughters, Says the LORD Almighty.”
